The Children’s Inn at The NIH plans to use the $6,168.66 to maintain a saltwater aquarium that was purchased with money donated from the 2006 Clarksburg Town Center Pumpkin Festival. The aquarium has become a favorite of children staying at the Inn as evidenced by the following story. One little girl at the Inn has named one of the fish and makes sure to say goodnight to the fish on a daily basis. The little girl has turned the routine into an educational venture as during one of the Inn’s trips to the Smithsonian she asked to purchase a book about fish so she knows which fish are in the aquarium.
